Results

Results can be quantitative and/or qualitative. In this section you may want to include sample artifacts, tables or figures to help the reader understand findings, and any work to validate those findings. 
Discussion

This section will explore the meaning of your results, illuminate the impact of the work, discuss issues surrounding potential implementation of this work in other contexts, and describe challenges in advancing this research.
Conclusions
Here you can summarize main points of value that this research produced such as the knowledge gap filled, articulate next generation research questions and/or steps for future work.
