OVERVIEW

There is a gap between how prepared students are when entering college vs. the expectations of college readiness. A 2-page literature search will be provided as a base for participating in the workshop.  The work produced during this session will use the opportunity of having Gen Z students as a collaborating resource and researchers.  The participants will be analyzing two Profiles that are provided – that which represents the current norm of entering traditional age (IGEN) students key learner characteristics and that of the traditional faculty and college expectations of colleges readiness in these 50 learner characteristics. The outcome will be more referenced two profiles and a clarity the gap that the Freshmen Seminar (Learning to Learn: Becoming a Self-grower) curriculum needs to close as well as the problem the Recovery course has to solve.
LEARNING OUTCOMES
1. Review profiles of entering college students and those successfully completing the first year.
2. Modify profiles to reflect descriptions based on personal experience and knowledge from a Gen Z student’s perspective
